Breweries/Wineries

known one, and rightfully so. You can pick up SweetWater's six
packs virtually anywhere, but visit the brewery for tours and specialty
beers you can't find anywhere else. Newer additions like Torched
Hop and Scofflaw Brewing Co. have further established Atlanta
as one of the South'’s premier beer destinations. Old 4t Distillery,
located in downtown, is Atlanta’s first legal distillery. They still make
some of the best craft spirits around and offer tours to see how they
do it. Most people wouldn’t associate wineries with major cities,

but Chateau Elan Winery shatters that misconception handily.

Just north of the city, Chateau Elan not only makes incredible wine,
it's also a full resort with golf, European spa services and meeting
facilities.
